Peptone 150¢g
Beef Extract 45¢
Dextrose 759
Sodium Chloride 7549
Sodium Azide 0.2¢g

* PROCEDURE

Suspend 34.7 G of powder in 1 L of distilled or deionized water or 69.4 G of powder in 1 L of distilled or
deionized water for double strength medium. Heat to boiling until completely dissolved. Sterilize by autoclave at
121°C for 15 minutes. Cool to 45-50°C in water bath. Dispense in final containers. If necessary dispense the
medium before autoclave. In the case of three times strength medium, dissolve 104.1 G of dehydrated medium
in 1 L of distilled or deionized water and proceed as the single strength medium.

* INTERPRETATION

Azide Dextrose Broth is a selective medium used for the presumptive identification and enumeration of faecal
Streptococci from waters and foodstuffs. Their presence is indicated by turbidity of the broth and valueted
according to the most probable number method (MPN). Peptone and beef extract are the carbon, nitrogen, and
vitamin sources. Dextrose is a fermentable carbohydrate. Sodium chloride maintains the osmotic balance of the
medium. Sodium azide inhibits cytochrome oxidase in gram-negative bacteria.

* TECHNIC

Inoculate the specimen with stab using a sterile needle to the medium. Shake gently for spreading
microorganism. Incubate at 35 + 2°C for 18 - 24 hours up to 48 hours. Refer appropriate references for
recommended test procedure.
