PROCEDURE

Suspend 45.66 G of powder in 950 mL of distilled or deionized water. Heat to boiling until completely dissolved.
Sterilize by autoclave at 121°C for 15 minutes. Cool to 45 - 50°C in water bath. Aseptically add 5 - 10% of Sheep
Blood Defibrinated (MB-S1876). Mix well. Pour into petri dishes.

INTERPRETATION

Fastidious Anaerobe Agar is a medium used for the cultivation and enumeration of anaerobic microorganisms.
Peptone provides nitrogen, carbon, vitamins and minerals. Soluble starch and sodium bicarbonate detoxify
metabolites. Sodium chloride maintains the osmotic balance. Glucose and sodium pyruvate are the energy
sources. L-arginine, sodium succinate, hemin and vitamin K serve as growth factors. L-Cysteine is the reducing
agent. Sodium pyrophosphate acts as a buffering agent. Agar is the solidifying agent.

TECHNIC

Inoculate the specimen using a sterile loop to the medium. Incubate at 35 = 2°C for 48 - 72 hours under
anaerobic condition. Refer appropriate references for recommended test procedure.
