Tryptose 10.0g
Peptone 10.0g
Glucose 10g
Saccharose 300.09

Final pH =7.6 + 0.2 at 25°C.

* PROCEDURE

Suspend 326.0 G of powder in 1 L of distilled or deionized water. Heat to boiling until completely dissolved.
Sterilize by autoclave at 121°C for 15 minutes. Cool to 45-50°C in water bath. Aseptically add 1 mL of Potassium
Tellurite 1% supplement (MB-P1842). Mix well. Dispense in tubes.

Potassium Tellurite 1% supplement
1 vial contents (each vial is sufficient for 500 mL of medium)
Potassium Tellurite 0.1g

* INTERPRETATION

Dental Mutans Broth is a medium used for the detection and cultivation of Streptococcus mutans in saliva and
plague. Peptones provide nitrogen, carbon, amino acids and minerals. Glucose and saccharose are the
carbohydrate source. Dipotassium phosphate is the buffering agent. Trypan blue is absoebed by colonies,
producing a blue color.

* TECHNIC

Inoculate the specimen with stab using a sterile needle to the medium. Shake gently for spreading
microorganism. Incubate at 35 O 2°C for 24 - 48 hours. Refer appropriate references for recommended test
procedure.
